Dayton Hamvention 2005 General Chair
Gary Des Combes, NBEMO, told ARRL
this week attendance was up by 542 this
year over last. The total “official atten-
dance was 20,411, compared to 19,869 for
2004.

“We heard from many exhibitors who
sold out of everything they had and were
taking orders as early as Saturday noon,”
Des Combes said. “In fact, | was told by
several exhibitors this was their best show
every.” the ARRL 2005 National Conven-
tion, which Dayton Hamvention hosted,

And they will be definitely be coming
back next year,” he said. Des Combes
expressed confidence 2006 General
Chairman, Jim Nies, WX8F — this
year’s assistant general chair — will
work hard to promote Dayton Hamven-
tion and ARRL and Amateur Radio as
well.
