    For years it has been believed that 
electric light bulbs emitted light, but 
recent scientific information has 
proved otherwise. Electric light bulbs 
don’t emit light, they suck dark. Thus 
we call these bulbs Dark Suckers. The 
Dark Sucker theory proves the exis-
tence of dark suckers; proves that 
dark mass is heavier than light; and 
also proves that dark is faster than 
light.

Dark Sucker 
Theory 
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    An early interest in amateur radio 
led to a rewarding electronics career 
for Leo I. Meyerson. 
    He founded World Radio Laborato-
ries in Council Bluffs in 1935 and it 
became one of the world’s largest dis-
tributors of amateur radio equipment. 
Meyerson also established the World 
Radio electronics stores, a retail chain 
that operated in the Midlands from the 
1950s to the 1980s. 
    Meyerson, known internationally as 
WØGFQ, died of complications from a 
stroke last Wednesday in Rancho Mi-
rage, CA. He had celebrated his 
100th birthday on March 7. 

   “He was a gem of a guy and had 
many friends,” said Dick Newsome, 
WØHXL, secretary-treasurer of the 
Omaha chapter of the Quarter Cen-
tury Wireless Association. Members 
have been licensed radio operators 
for at least 25 years, and Newsome 
had known Meyerson since 1960. 
   Newsome talked about their shared 
“marvelous hobby — we were the first 
‘social network’, a fraternity of people 
interested in radio” - and how Meyer-
son helped start so many in the field.
